Sample Script (Closed, Speaker, Round Robin)
Good evening everyone and welcome to Crystal Meth Anonymous [meeting name]. My name is _______________ and I am a Crystal Meth Addict. 

Welcome. Please take a moment to turn off cell phones or any other personal electronics that may make any noise.  

Thank you.  

The format of this meeting is as follows:  Our speaker will share about his/her experience, strength, and hope for no more than 15 minutes.  After the speaker, we will have a secretary’s break, followed by round-robin sharing.  Then we will call for a burning desire.  The meeting will conclude at ______.

Group conscience has determined that this is a “closed” meeting.  That means that anyone who thinks that they may have a problem with drugs, specifically crystal meth, is welcome here.  If you are here for any other reason, such as curiosity or to support someone who has a problem with crystal meth, we will be happy to talk to you about CMA afterwards.  You can also attend any open CMA meeting. 
Throughout the meeting we must respect the recovery of others by avoiding the glorification of drugs and drug-driven sex.  If anyone feels that a share is too triggering, just raise your hand, and the chair will re-direct the discussion.

Now it is my pleasure to introduce tonight’s speaker _________________________.

[Secretary’s Break]

In order to allow as many people to share as possible, group conscience has determined that shares should be limited to 3 minutes.  May I ask someone to be the timekeeper?  Please say “one minute” at two minutes, and “time” at three minutes.  Thank you.

We will now go to “round robin” sharing. The speaker can pick someone or someone can volunteer.

[Five minutes before the meeting ends]

It’s time to take a burning desire.  A burning desire is if you feel that if you don’t have a chance to share, you may pick-up, hurt yourself, or hurt someone else.

[Burning desire speaks or return to sharing if there is no burning desire]

I am afraid that’s all the time we have for sharing. If you didn’t get a chance to share, don’t leave with a resentment. The speaker, secretary, or I will be happy to talk with you. [Ask the speaker…] Can to you please close the meeting?
